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THE BY-LAWS OF TEMPLE SINAI

Brookline, Massachusetts

ARTICLE I:   NAME AND PURPOSEtc "ARTICLE I: NAME AND PURPOSE" \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
This Congregation shall be known as Temple Sinai.  The purpose of Temple Sinai shall be to provide an inclusive community in which all may seek holiness through ritual and prayer in accord with the traditions of Reform Judaism, through life-long Jewish learning, by working together to bring justice and healing to our world, and by providing care and welcome to all who seek Jewish life.  

ARTICLE II:   MEMBERSHIPtc "ARTICLE II: MEMBERSHIP" \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Section 1:   Eligibilitytc "Section 1: Eligibility" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Any person of the Jewish faith, or any person in a family that includes at least one Jewish member, who agrees to uphold the purpose of the Temple and who makes proper  application, may become a member of the Congregation upon election by the Board of Trustees.

Section 2:   Classes of Membership tc "Section 2: Classes of Membership " \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Classes of membership, and the rights, duties and privileges thereof, shall be established by the Board of Trustees.

Section 3:   Privilegestc "Section 3: Privileges" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Members shall be entitled to the right and privilege of worship with the Congregation, to the services of the clergy as provided in Article IX, to religious education for themselves and their children, and to participation in programs and activities of the Congregation, all in accordance with such policies as the Board of Trustees may establish from time to time.  

Section 4:   Seatingtc "Section 4: Seating" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Members shall be entitled to seats for High Holy Day services in accordance with policies as established by the Board of Trustees from time to time.  Such policies shall not set up privileges or differentials in seating based on the amount of dues paid, classification of membership, seniority of membership, or any test which shall in any way abrogate or infringe upon the rights of members to equality in seating.

ARTICLE III:   THE BOARD OF TRUSTEEStc "ARTICLE III: THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES" \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Section 1:   Compositiontc "Section 1: Composition" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Paragraph 1: The Board of Trustees shall have up to twenty-seven members, consisting of: the seven (7) officers; sixteen (16) elected trustees; the president of the youth group if such an auxiliary organization is created by the Board pursuant to Article VIII; and each of the three most recent past presidents of the Congregation (provided that each such person is a member in good standing). 

Paragraph 2: Each year at the Annual Meeting the Congregation shall elect eight (8) trustees to serve for a term of two (2) years. 

Paragraph 3: No elected trustee may be elected to a fourth consecutive elected term on the Board of Trustees.

Paragraph 4:  The Rabbi (as described in Article IX), any other individuals employed by the Temple in the capacity of clergy on a full-time basis, and the Executive Director (as this position is defined by the Board of Trustees), shall be members of the Board of Trustees ex officio, but shall not have the right to vote, nor be counted for a quorum.  Other individuals employed by the Temple in the capacity of clergy on a part-time basis shall be invited, but not required, to attend meetings of the Board.

Section 2:   Duties and Powerstc "Section 2: Duties and Powers" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
The Board of Trustees shall have authority to govern, manage and conduct the business and affairs of the Temple.  The Board’s powers include, but are not limited to, the following: 

Paragraph 1: To elect applicants to membership in accordance with these by-laws.

Paragraph 2.  To establish classes of membership, and the rights, duties, and privileges thereof in accordance with Article II, Section 2.

Paragraph 3: To remove any member of the Congregation from membership, or any officer or trustee from office, for cause.  Cause with respect to members shall include but not be limited to failure to comply with dues obligations as established by the Board pursuant to Article X.  Cause with respect to officers or trustees shall include but not be limited to missing at least three meetings of the Board in the course of a fiscal year.  Removal shall occur only upon a two-thirds (2/3) vote of those present and eligible to vote at a meeting of the Board of Trustees.  The Board shall cause written notice to be sent to the person whom the Board seeks to remove, at such person’s home address in the possession of the Secretary, at least one week prior to the vote, notifying that person of when the vote on removal will take place.

Paragraph 4: To arrange for the seating of non-members at High Holy Day services upon such terms and conditions as the Board may from time to time determine.

Paragraph 5:  To create and/or renew the existence of whatever committees, aside from the Executive Committee and the Nominating Committee, the Board deems appropriate and useful for the functioning of Temple Sinai and the fulfillment of its purpose, in accordance with Article VIII.

Paragraph 6: To engage and terminate the services of employees as it deems necessary, and to fix their duties and compensation.

Paragraph 7: To authorize appropriations and expenditures, and deposits and investments of monies belonging to the Temple, in or with banks and other financial institutions or investment vehicles.

Paragraph 8.  To authorize any officer or other person to execute, acknowledge and deliver, in the name and on behalf of the congregation, checks, promissory notes, deeds, contracts, mortgages, and any other instruments in writing.  Such authorization, in the case of mortgages, notes secured by interests in real property, or deeds, shall apply only to a specific transaction  the terms of which have been directly approved in advance by the Board.

Paragraph 9:  To take positions on behalf of the Temple on issues of public policy, consistent with the values of the Congregation and of Reform Judaism, according to such criteria and through such process as the Board may from time to time devise.  

Section 3:   Meetings tc "Section 3: Meetings " \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Paragraph 1:  The Board of Trustees shall meet not less than once every other month, except in July and August, on such day and at such time as the Board may determine; and also at the call of the President, or upon the request of three (3) trustees.  Meetings shall be open to all members of the Congregation, except that, upon vote of a majority of Board members present, the Board may designate part of any meeting as an executive session, for the purpose of discussing personnel matters or other matters not appropriate for discussion in an open meeting, in which case that part of the meeting shall be open only to members of the Board of Trustees eligible to vote and any other person the Board may invite.

Paragraph 2:  Fourteen (14) members of the Board of Trustees, at least three (3) of whom shall be officers, shall constitute a quorum, without which the Board shall not act on any motion.  Approval of any motion shall require affirmative vote of more than half of the members present and voting.

ARTICLE IV:   OFFICERStc "ARTICLE IV: OFFICERS" \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Section 1:   The Officestc "Section 1: The Offices" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
The officers of the Temple shall consist of the President, two (2) Vice-Presidents, the Treasurer, two (2) Assistant Treasurers, and the Secretary, with respective duties as set forth in these by-laws.  The office of the president may be shared by two people, if the two are nominated and elected as co-presidents, in which case the office shall have a single vote and be counted once for purposes of a quorum.  Officers shall serve for a term of one year and until their successors take office.  No officer may be elected to a fifth consecutive term in a given office.

Section 2:   The Presidenttc "Section 2: The President" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
It shall be the President’s duty to: 

Paragraph 1: Preside at all meetings of the Congregation and Board of Trustees, enforce these by-laws, and decide questions of parliamentary procedure and order in accordance with Article XI of these by-laws.  The President may designate a Vice President to preside at any particular meeting.

Paragraph 2:  Sign all official documents, except as otherwise provided in these by-laws or by law. 

Paragraph 3: Appoint and remove such committee chairpersons as authorized in Article VIII, Section 3.  The President shall also determine, on a committee by committee basis, whether he or she will join each respective committee as an ex officio member in accordance with Article VIII, Section 3.

Paragraph 4: Appoint representatives from the Congregation, with the advice and consent of the Board of Trustees, to all bodies in which the Congregation may be entitled to representation.

Paragraph 5: Call a special meeting of the Congregation or Board of Trustees whenever, in his or her opinion, there is good cause to do so, and, as to the Congregation, upon request pursuant to Article VI, section 2.

Paragraph 6: Call a special meeting of the Board of Trustees upon a request signed by three (3) members of the Board of Trustees, which request shall state the subject matter to be brought before the meeting.

Paragraph 7: Make a written report to the Congregation at its Annual Meeting concerning the affairs of the Temple.

Section 3:   The Vice Presidentstc "Section 3: The Vice Presidents" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Each Vice President shall have such liaison functions as the President shall from time to time designate with committees and auxiliary organizations, and such additional duties and powers as shall be designated from time to time by the Board of Trustees or by the President, and in any case shall be responsible to and report to the President.  If the office of the President becomes vacant, the Board of Trustees shall select a Vice President to serve as acting President until the next Annual Meeting or a Special Meeting called for the purpose of electing a President.

Section 4:   The Treasurertc "Section 4: The Treasurer" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
It shall be the Treasurer’s duty to:

Paragraph 1: Keep correct account of all the assets and liabilities of the Temple, and of all its receipts and disbursements, and take custody of and responsibility for the books pertaining to the financial transactions of the Temple.

Paragraph 2.  Receive all money belonging to the Temple, and give receipts therefor when necessary, and deposit or invest all money so received in the name of the Temple as the Board of Trustees may direct.  In providing such direction, the Board of Trustees shall be guided by the principles set forth in the Uniform Prudent Investor Act adopted by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, as it may be amended from time to time.  Further, unless the responsibility is delegated by the Board to a committee created to carry out these functions, to report semi-annually to the Board regarding the institutions in which monies belonging to the Temple are deposited or invested, any investment strategies, and the performance of any investment strategies; and to obtain direction from the Board regarding how to proceed with deposit or investment of funds during the upcoming semi-annual period.  Direction provided by the Board shall remain in effect until changed by the Board.

Paragraph 3: Pay from the funds of the Temple all proper and lawful bills and types of bills of the Temple as may be approved by the Board of Trustees.

Paragraph 4: Present a full exhibit of the financial condition of the Temple whenever called upon by the Board of Trustees and at the Annual Meeting of the Congregation.

Paragraph 5:  Unless the responsibility is delegated by the Board to a committee created to carry out this function: to make a detailed estimate of the income and expenses for the ensuing fiscal year, to prepare and submit a budget to the Board of Trustees for the expenses of the Temple, and to make recommendations regarding dues.

Paragraph 6: If required by the Board of Trustees, before entering upon the duties of the office, furnish good and sufficient bond for the faithful performance thereof, in such amount as the Board of Trustees may determine.

Paragraph 7: Deliver to his or her successor, when duly qualified, all money, books, papers and other properties of the Temple in his or her custody or under his or her control.

Paragraph 8: Act as business manager of the Congregation.

Paragraph 9: After consultation with an Assistant Treasurer, direct that  all or any portion of the annual dues or special fees for any member be adjusted and determine the amount and duration of such adjustment.

Paragraph 10: Execute contracts, subject to the ratification of the Board.

Paragraph 11: From time to time review the financial statements and records of the Temple; have the books and  accounts of the Temple ready for any independent audit or review that the Board may direct; and, if the Board so directs, arrange for such independent audit or review promptly after the end of the fiscal year for which such audit or review is ordered.

Section 5:   The Assistant Treasurerstc "Section 5: The Assistant Treasurers" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
It shall be the duty of the Assistant Treasurers to assist the Treasurer in the functions of his or her office.  If the office of the Treasurer becomes vacant, the Board of Trustees shall select an Assistant Treasurer to serve as acting Treasurer until the next Annual Meeting or a Special Meeting called for the purpose of electing a Treasurer.

Section 6:   The Secretarytc "Section 6: The Secretary" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
It shall be the duty of the Secretary to:

Paragraph 1: Attend all meetings of the Board of Trustees, Executive Committee and the Congregation, and to prepare and submit to the Board for review all the minutes, reports and communications relating to the meetings, and to keep an accurate record of the proceedings.

Paragraph 2: Take custody of the seal of the Temple, and affix it, together with his or her signature, to all documents that require the same.

Paragraph 3: Take custody of and responsibility for the corporate records and documents of the Temple, and deliver them in good order to his or her successor in office.

Paragraph 4: Receive petitions of members and trustees calling for special meetings of the Board of Trustees or the Congregation, verify the signatures affixed to such petitions, and issue the call for such special meetings in accordance with the provisions of these by-laws; and he or she shall likewise receive and place before the Annual Meeting nominations properly made by members of the Congregation in accordance with these by-laws.

ARTICLE V:   RESIGNATIONS OF OFFICERS OR TRUSTEES  AND FILLING OF VACANCIES tc "ARTICLE V: RESIGNATIONS OF OFFICERS OR TRUSTEES  AND FILLING OF VACANCIES " \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Any officer or trustee who desires to resign shall submit his or her resignation to the Board of Trustees in writing.  Vacancies arising before the completion of a term in the offices of Vice Presidents, Assistant Treasurers, Secretary, or Trustee shall be filled by the Board of Trustees for a period from the inception of the vacancy until the end of the existing term; and election to such vacant office shall be by a majority vote of those present and voting at the meeting of the Board of Trustees.  Vacancies arising before the completion of a term in the offices of the President and Treasurer shall be filled in accordance with Article IV, sections 3 and 5, respectively, for the period from the inception of the vacancy until the end of the existing term.

ARTICLE VI:   MEETINGS OF THE CONGREGATIONtc "ARTICLE VI: MEETINGS OF THE CONGREGATION" \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Section 1:   The Annual Meetingtc "Section 1: The Annual Meeting" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Paragraph 1: The Annual Meeting of the Congregation shall be held in June of each year, at such time and place as the Board of Trustees shall designate, to receive reports of the officers and committees, to elect officers and trustees, to ratify the acts and doings of the officers and trustees, and to transact such other business as may properly come before the meeting.

Paragraph 2: If, for any reason, the Annual Meeting of the Congregation is not held in June, a special meeting, in lieu of and for the purposes of the Annual Meeting shall be held at such other time as the Board of Trustees may designate.

Section 2:   Special Meetingstc "Section 2: Special Meetings" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Special meetings of the Congregation may be called by the President, or upon the written request of seven (7) trustees or twenty (20) members of the Congregation submitted to the Secretary.  The purposes for which a special meeting is called shall be stated in the notice thereof.

Section 3:   Votingtc "Section 3: Voting" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Each adult member shall be entitled to vote in Congregational elections and at meetings of the Congregation. 

Section 4:   Quorumtc "Section 4: Quorum" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
A quorum for any meeting of the Congregation shall consist of thirty (30) adult members.

ARTICLE VII:   ELECTION OF OFFICERS AND TRUSTEEStc "ARTICLE VII: ELECTION OF OFFICERS AND TRUSTEES" \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Section 1:   Election at Annual Meetingtc "Section 1: Election at Annual Meeting" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Officers and trustees shall be elected at the Annual Meeting of the Congregation in June or at a special meeting of the Congregation held in lieu of and for the purposes of the Annual Meeting, and shall take office at the beginning of the fiscal year for which they are elected, or immediately upon election, whichever is later.

Section 2:   The Nominating Committeetc "Section 2: The Nominating Committee" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Paragraph 1: At least eight (8) weeks prior to the regular Annual Meeting of the Congregation, or prior to a Special Meeting of the Congregation to be held in lieu of and for the purposes of the Annual Meeting, a Nominating Committee consisting of a chairperson and six (6) members shall be created under the conditions and in the manner following:

(a) The Board of Trustees shall elect five (5) members and two (2) alternates from among the trustees and members of the Congregation, provided that at least two (2) of the five (5) members elected shall not be current members of the Board of Trustees.

(b) The President shall appoint the Chairperson of the Committee and one (1) more member.

(c) No person who accepts election or appointment as either a member or an alternate member of the Nominating Committee may be nominated as a trustee or officer by the Committee.

(d) In the event that a member of the Committee elected by the Board of Trustees shall be unable or decline to serve, or become ineligible to serve, then and in such event, an alternate elected in advance by the Board of Trustees shall serve in place thereof.  If no such alternate is available to serve, the Committee may act with a lesser number to perform its duties and functions.

Paragraph 2: The Nominating Committee shall notify the Congregation of its efforts to seek potential nominees and shall solicit the Congregation for suggestions of individuals who might be appropriate for service as trustees or officers.  After consideration of input from the Congregation and appropriate deliberation, the Nominating Committee shall nominate by a majority vote of its members a member of the Congregation for each office the term of which is to expire at the end of that fiscal year; shall secure the assent of each nominee to his or her nomination; and shall present its list of nominees to the Board no later than the Board’s May meeting.  Only persons who are dues compliant, as that term is defined by the Board, shall be eligible for nomination.

Section 3:   Notice of the Annual Meeting and Nominationstc "Section 3: Notice of the Annual Meeting and Nominations" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
The Board of Trustees shall cause notice to be sent to each member of the Congregation in writing, at least three (3) weeks prior to the day set, of the time and date of the Annual Meeting, and of any matters to be voted on; and shall cause to be transmitted to each member of the Congregation, together with the foregoing notice, the list of nominees prepared by the Nominating Committee and a list of the members of the Nominating Committee. Any notice required to be sent under this Article VII, section 3 shall be provided to all members of the Congregation by such method(s) as will reasonably assure timely delivery.

Section 4:   Other Nominationstc "Section 4: Other Nominations" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Nominations for officers and trustees may be made by fifteen (15) adult members of the Congregation, provided such nominations are made in writing and submitted to the Secretary at least (10) days prior to the date of the Annual Meeting.  Only persons who are dues compliant, as that term is defined by the Board, shall be eligible for nomination.  Upon receipt of such nominations, the Secretary shall prepare and cause to be provided in writing to each member of the Congregation, one week before the Annual Meeting, a list of such nominations, indicating the members who have made each of such nominations.

Section 5:   Election Processtc "Section 5: Election Process" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Paragraph 1: When two or more candidates shall have been nominated for an office, the Congregation in Annual Meeting assembled shall elect a person for such office by secret ballot.  If there are more than two candidates, the candidate obtaining the votes of a plurality of those present and voting shall be considered elected to the office, unless the plurality is fewer in number than two-fifths (2/5) of those present and voting, in which case a second ballot shall be taken to choose from among the two candidates who shall have obtained the first and second place in number of votes.

Paragraph 2: The Secretary shall, for the Annual Meeting of the Congregation and any other meeting of the Congregation, provide a membership list for use by tellers appointed by the President.  The Board of Trustees may from time to time designate such procedures as are appropriate and expeditious to ensure an orderly process of voting.

ARTICLE VIII:   COMMITTEES  AND AUXILIARIEStc "ARTICLE VIII: COMMITTEES  AND AUXILIARIES" \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Section 1:   The Executive Committeetc "Section 1: The Executive Committee" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Paragraph 1: At the first meeting of the Board of Trustees in the fiscal year, the Board shall elect two (2) from among the trustees who shall serve together with the President, the two (2) Vice Presidents, the Secretary,  and the Treasurer as voting members of an Executive Committee.  The Rabbi (as described in Article IX) and the Executive Director (as this position is defined by the Board of Trustees), shall be  members of the Executive Committee ex officio, but shall not have the right to vote, nor be counted for a quorum.  The President shall serve as Chairperson, and the Committee shall meet on the call of the President.  A quorum shall consist of at least four (4) members of the Executive Committee.

Paragraph 2: The Executive Committee shall be authorized to act, in accordance with the policies established by the Board of Trustees, upon matters arising between regular meetings of the Board.  Such actions shall be reported to the Board at its next regular meeting.  The Executive Committee may approve expenditures not stated in the budget within limits authorized by the Board.

Paragraph 3: The Executive Committee shall have the power to remove any member of the Congregation from membership for cause, which shall include but not be limited to failure to comply with dues obligations as established by the Board pursuant to Article X.  Removal shall occur only upon a two-thirds (2/3) vote of those members of the Executive Committee present and eligible to vote, after written notice has been sent to the person whom the Committee seeks to remove, at such person’s home address in the possession of the Secretary, at least one week prior to the vote, notifying that person of when the vote on removal will take place.

Section 2:   The Nominating Committeetc "Section 2: The Nominating Committee" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Each year, there shall be a Nominating Committee, described, constituted and governed by Article VII of these bylaws.


Section 3:   Other Committeestc "Section 3: Other Committees" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Paragraph 1: At the first Board meeting in each fiscal year, the Board shall create and/or renew the existence of whatever committees, aside from the Executive Committee and the Nominating Committee, the Board deems appropriate and useful for the functioning of Temple Sinai and the fulfillment of  its purpose, and shall define the duties and responsibilities of each committee and the process by which members of such committees shall be appointed and removed. 

Paragraph 2: By the second Board meeting in each fiscal year, the President shall appoint a chairperson for each committee authorized or re-authorized by the Board pursuant to this section.  Only persons who are dues compliant as defined by the Board shall be eligible for appointment as committee chairpersons.  Each committee shall have at least two (2) members in addition to the chairperson.  The President, in his or her sole discretion, may join any committee as an ex officio member, in which case the committee shall have at least three (3) members in addition to the chairperson. 

Paragraph 3: For any committees that are created by the Board during the term of the fiscal year (rather than at the first Board Meeting of the fiscal year), the President shall appoint a chairperson with all deliberate speed.

Paragraph 4: The chairperson of each committee except the Nominating Committee shall report all deliberations and acts of such committee to the Board of Trustees at such times and frequency as the Board may require, and no committee shall enter into any contractual arrangement on behalf of and in the name of the Temple without the prior approval and ratification of the Board of Trustees.

Paragraph 5: In conjunction with the deposit or investment of funds, as indicated Article IV, section 4, if the Board creates or renews a committee to oversee investment or deposits of funds, such committee shall be required to report semi-annually to the Board regarding the institutions or vehicles in which monies belonging to the Temple are deposited or invested, any investment strategies (which strategies shall be guided by the principles set forth in the Uniform Prudent Investor Act adopted by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, as it may be amended from time to time), and the performance of any investment strategies.  Such committee shall obtain direction from the Board regarding how to proceed with deposit or investment of funds during the upcoming semi-annual period.  Direction provided by the Board shall remain in effect until changed by the Board.

Section 4:   Auxiliariestc "Section 4: Auxiliaries" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
In addition to creating Committees, the Board of Trustees, in its discretion, may authorize the organization of youth, social, and philanthropic groups within the Congregation that may be called “Auxiliaries” or such other names as the Board deems appropriate.  Such groups, upon approval of the Board, shall be permitted the use of the words "Temple Sinai" in their names and shall be accorded the use of the property of the Temple under policies set by the Board, and shall be subject to supervision and control by the Board.  Such groups shall be entitled to select their own officers, but the Board shall be entitled to remove any such officer in its own discretion.

ARTICLE IX:   CLERGYtc "ARTICLE IX: CLERGY" \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Section 1:   Election of the Rabbitc "Section 1: Election of the Rabbi" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
The Rabbi, who shall have been duly ordained by a recognized rabbinical college, shall be elected by the Congregation, and the term of his or her office shall be set, by an affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of those present and voting at an Annual Meeting or at a special meeting called for the purpose of voting on this issue.  After expiration of the Rabbi’s term as so determined, he or she may be engaged by the Congregation for continued service, if the decision to continue the employment of the Rabbi and the duration of the additional employment contract is approved by affirmative vote of a majority of those present and voting at the Annual Meeting of the Congregation or at a special meeting of the Congregation called for the purpose of voting on this issue.  

Section 2:   Other Clergytc "Section 2: Other Clergy" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
The Board of Trustees may hire, designate the duties of, and terminate the employment of, such other clergy as it deems appropriate from time to time. Such other clergy shall have been duly ordained by a recognized rabbinical college or duly invested by a recognized cantorial college, as applicable.

Section 3:   Freedom of the Pulpittc "Section 3: Freedom of the Pulpit" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
The Rabbi and any other clergy employed by the Temple shall have freedom of the pulpit, and shall perform all duties consistent with each such person’s religious principles and practices and with Reform Jewish tradition, and sensitive to the policies of the Board of Trustees.

Section 4:   Duties of the Rabbitc "Section 4: Duties of the Rabbi" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
The Rabbi, together with any other clergy employed by the Temple or engaged for any particular occasion, shall perform all duties incumbent upon or in accord with the office of congregational rabbi, including but not limited to: officiate at regularly scheduled Sabbath and holiday worship services and at life cycle observances as required by members of the Congregation; guide the educational activities of the Congregation; foster and guard the good repute of the Congregation; and, by his or her life and conduct, serve as a source of inspiration to the Congregation.

ARTICLE X:   DUES AND FISCAL YEARtc "ARTICLE X: DUES AND FISCAL YEAR" \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Section 1:   Fiscal Yeartc "Section 1: Fiscal Year" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
The fiscal year of the Temple shall be from July 1 to June 30. 

Section 2:   Establishment of Duestc "Section 2: Establishment of Dues" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
The dues for the several classes of membership shall be as established from time to time by the Congregation in meeting assembled. 

Section 3:   Payment of Duestc "Section 3: Payment of Dues" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
The dues year shall coincide with the fiscal year.  Members shall pay yearly dues prior to the start of each dues year, provided that the Board of Trustees may, in its discretion, vary the terms of payment.  The dues of those joining during the dues year may be prorated as determined by the Board to the following July 1st, and thereafter shall be for the full year.

Section 4:   Dues Compliancetc "Section 4: Dues Compliance" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Failure to pay dues in compliance with policies established by the Board of Trustees shall be ground for removal from membership in accordance with Article III, section 2, and Article VIII, section 1.  In addition, with agreement of the Treasurer, the Executive Director may remove from membership any member who has failed to make any payment of dues for a period of eighteen (18) months and during that time has not contacted the Executive Director, the Treasurer, or an Assistant Treasurer to express a desire to remain a member of the congregation.


ARTICLE XI:   RULES OF PROCEDUREtc "ARTICLE XI: RULES OF PROCEDURE" \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
Section 1:   Governing Rulestc "Section 1: Governing Rules" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
The meetings of the Congregation and the meetings of the Board of Trustees shall be governed by these by-laws.  To the extent these by-laws are silent on a procedural issue, meetings and voting issues shall be governed by the parliamentary procedures and usage as established in "Roberts' Rules of Order," latest revised edition.

Section 2:   Rulingstc "Section 2: Rulings" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
In conformance with Article IV, Section 2, the President or his or her designee shall rule on all questions of procedure, and his or her ruling shall be final unless reversed by a vote of two-thirds (2/3) of those present and voting.

ARTICLE XII:   AMENDMENTStc "ARTICLE XII: AMENDMENTS" \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
These by-laws may be altered, amended or repealed in whole or in part by an affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of those members present and voting at a legally constituted meeting of the Congregation.  A proposal for amendment may originate by action of the Board of Trustees, or by a proposal in writing signed by not less than thirty (30) adult members and presented to the Board of Trustees or the Secretary.  Proposed amendments shall be presented for action at the next Annual Meeting of the Congregation or at a special meeting of the Congregation called for the purpose of acting upon the proposed amendments.  The Secretary shall, at least two weeks prior to the date of the proposed meeting, cause a copy of the proposed amendment or amendments, together with written notice of the date, time and place of the meeting, to be provided to all members of the Congregation by such method as will reasonably assure timely delivery.

ARTICLE XIII:   TRANSITIONtc "ARTICLE XIII: TRANSITION" \f c \l 1MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
To facilitate an orderly transition at the time of the enactment of any amendments adopted at the 2011 Annual Meeting:  

Section 1:   Trusteestc "Section 1: Trustees" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
All trustees elected to three year trustee terms under the by-laws in place prior to the 2011 amendments shall, in their discretion, serve out their full terms.

Section 2:   Officerstc "Section 2: Officers" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
All officers elected at the 2011 Annual Meeting shall, in their discretion, serve out their full one year terms, but their duties and powers shall be as set forth in the 2011 amendments.

Section 3:   Term Limitstc "Section 3: Term Limits" \f c \l 2MERGEFORMATAUTONFD3_TC
For purposes of applying the term limits for trustees and officers set forth in Articles III and IV, only terms beginning after the 2011 Annual Meeting shall be counted.
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
